Why can’t | connect my USB device to my computer through MFP and Storage Server?

Make sure the USB device functions normally when you plug it into your computer via USB

cable.

If the USB device, such as USB printer or multi-functional printer, requires a driver, please
make sure you have installed it on the computer you wish to use. Rebooting your computer

after installing USB device driver might also help.
